MEET POLICIES AND PROCEDURES


Entry Fee
The per school entry fee is $1,600 ($800 for men’s team and $800 for women’s team). Checks can be made payable to Grand Valley State University.

Pre-Championship Meeting
A pre-championship meeting of the head coaches and institutional representatives of participating institutions to review championship procedures will take place at 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, February 16th over Zoom.

Senior Athlete Recognition
A head shot and short bio will be rotated on the Holland Aquatic Center scoreboard during Warm Ups for prelims. 

Scratch Deadlines 
Scratches may be made any time prior to the established and announced deadlines. Scratches are to be emailed to Sara Kadzban sara@hollandaquaticcenter.org  Wednesday scratches to be emailed to Sara Kadzban prior to the Coaches meeting on Tuesday.
· Deadlines are as follows:
· All Wednesday prelim events due by START of Tuesday coaches meeting at 6:00 p.m.
· All Thursday prelim events due by Wednesday at 5:30 p.m.
· All Friday prelim events due by Thursday at 5:30 p.m.
· All Saturday prelim events due by Friday at 5:30 p.m.
*Scratches for final events are due 30 minutes after announcing or posting results.

Scoring will be to 16 places.

Ties Procedures: 
Swimming: If a tie occurs in the prelims for 8th or 16th place, a swim off will be swum at the conclusion of prelims (excluding the 1000 and 1650 heats). If a tie occurs in the finals, it will not be broken. A duplicate award will be ordered, and points split. 
Diving: If a tie occurs in the prelims for 8th place, all 9 divers will advance to the finals and have an equal opportunity to score. If a tie occurs in the finals, it will not be broken. A duplicate award will be ordered, and points split. 

Timing
Prelims: Each school will be designated a lane to cover
Finals: Each school will be designated a lane to cover

Time-Standard Trials
Time-Standard Trials are a part of the meet and will be conducted immediately, upon request, at the conclusion of each Finals sessions. Time Trial entries are due to the computer operator 1 hour before the end of the preliminaries or before the 3rd round of diving during the final session. 

Diving 
All divers must be submitted through the cleanentries.com and Team manager programs. Each diver must submit a list of preliminary and final dives by the scratch deadline. At the conclusion of the preliminary rounds, the top eight scored divers will compete in finals. The remaining scored positions will be determined by the respective scores from prelims. The finalist voluntary (dives with limit) scores will carry over from the prelims. The finals shall consist of 6 optional dives, including one dive from each of the 5 groups, in any order, without limit to the degree of difficulty. Scores on all dives performed by each of the divers in the finals plus the voluntary scores from the prelims shall be used to determine the 1st through 8th places. 

Awards 
Individual awards will be available for pickup at the end of every Finals session. At the conclusion of the championship meet on Saturday, February 20th, the team championship trophies will be presented to the Head Coach of the Championship team.  Individual awards will be announced over streamed and available for pick up after the conclusion of the meet. A representative from the GLIAC Office and/or Host institution will be making the presentation of the awards.

Practice and Warm-Up Accommodations
Pool will open at 7:30am every day of the championships starting Wednesday, February 17th. Please refer to the daily schedule to view the daily warm-up times for swimmers and divers.

Entry Procedure & Timing System
The meet manager will email all head coaches with the entry file prior to the championship meet. Entries are due to the meet manager on Sunday, February 14th at noon.  All coaches must confirm their entries by Monday, February 15th at noon. Seeding for the 1650 will be from season best 1000 times originally and then reseeded after the 1000 swims from Wednesday’s competition.

Hospitality Room
The hospitality room will be clearly marked and will be open throughout the championships.  Complimentary food and beverages for officials and complimentary beverages will be provided for coaches.

Parking
No busses will be allowed in the parking lot.  Holland Aquatic Center will designate a bus drop-off zone on the east end of the facility near the entrance and a bus parking zone on the North side of the facility.

Results
Results will be posted after preliminaries and finals daily on the Host institutions website and the GLIAC website at www.gliac.org. Every evening PDF results will be sent to each school’s Head Coach and director of sports information.

Team Areas
Teams will have designated areas on deck that will be clearly marked for social distancing.

Athletic Training Services
There will be a certified athletic trainer during the championship meet. If your team is not traveling with an ATC, please send a note along with your students concerning treatments.  

Music
The preliminary winners or the top seed in timed final races will be given the opportunity to select the music for the parade of championship final athletes.
